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Application Guidelines for AY2027 Kyushu University Exchange Program: First Call (Proposal)
< Study Abroad for 2027 Fall Semester (starting in July-October)
and 2028 Spring Semester (starting in January-April) >

1. Objective
The purpose of this program is to provide students with the opportunity to study abroad and to
develop an international perspective that will enable them to play an active role on the

international stage in the future.

2. Eligibility

1) Applicants must be enrolled in a regular undergraduate or graduate course at Kyushu University
for the entire period of study. Note that some international students may not be allowed to study
abroad, so please check "12. Notes for International Students".
2) If you wish to study at a university in which English is the medium of instruction (or an English
program at a university with other languages as the main medium of instruction), you must have
one of the following scores by the deadline for on-campus application.

(a) TOEFL iBT 65 or higher (3.5 or higher on the new score scale)

(b) IELTS 5.0 or higher

(c) Duolingo 90 or higher

(d) TOEFL ITP 510 or higher (Limited to those who pledge to take either of TOEFL iBT or

IELTS.

¥Regarding (a), (b), and (c), if the university where you wish to study abroad does not accept

a test score you would like to submit, you must take another eligible test among them to ensure

you meet the deadline for the Study Abroad Section’s nomination to that university.

3 (d) is only valid for internal applications.

3) GPA must be 2.0 or higher at the time of application.

3. Host University
You can apply to universities with which Kyushu University has concluded university-level student
exchange agreements.

4. Study period
1) One year from the fall semester to the spring semester of AY2027-2028
2) Fall semester of AY2027-2028 only or Spring semester of AY2027-2028 only
3) One year from the spring semester of AY2027-2028 to the fall semester of AY2028-2029

*However, for 3), only universities where the academic calendar begins in the spring semester

(Korea and Australia) are eligible to apply.
* For in the 2nd call 2027, only the spring semester of AY2027-2028, or one year only if 3)




above applies, will be accepted for the period of study abroad. Please note that the 2nd call will

be an additional call only for universities that have remaining slots after the 1st call.

5. Tuition fees
Based on the student exchange agreement between Kyushu University and the partner
universities, it is not necessary in principle to pay tuition fees of the host university during the

study abroad period. However, students are required to pay Kyushu University's tuition fee.

31) Graduate students must also submit undergraduate transcripts.

32)The certificate of language proficiency must be valid at the time of the application deadline.

32)If you are unable to submit your official scores by the deadline, you may submit a screenshot

of the online results. The official scores must be submitted in PDF format right after you receive

them.

32)If you wish to study in a language other than English, you must submit a certificate of language

proficiency in that language. (You may apply without the certificate at the time of your

application, but the decision on which university to study will be made after it has been submitted.)

7. How to apply and deadlines
Submit all application data and documents in the specified data format to the Study Abroad
Section via the application system for university-level exchange program by the specified deadline.

8. Screening Interviews

Candidates for the university-level exchange program will be selected through a document
screening process. If any of the following applies, however, an interview will be conducted in
addition to the document screening;:
1) The language of instruction for your studies at the university you wish to go is a language

other than English.

2) In cases where an interview is deemed necessary to assess the contents of the application.
*¢The interview schedule and venue will be announced at a later date by the Study Abroad

Section to the relevant applicant (to the e-mail address indicated in the application form).

9. Nomination of Host University

(a) If, at the time of application, you meet the minimum nomination requirement of GPA 2.5
or have the official language scores required by the university you wish to study at (TOEFL
iBT or IELTS for English) and have passed the on-campus selection process, you will be
nominated to one of the first six universities that meet those language requirements. If you
have passed the on-campus selection with scores which expire shortly after the application
deadline, your nomination may be withdrawn if you do not submit valid scores at least one
month before the nomination deadline.

(b) If, at the time of application, you do not meet the minimum nomination requirement of a
GPA 2.5 or have the language scores required by the university you wish to study at and you
have passed the on-campus selection process, you will need to continue improving your scores
and submit the results to the Study Abroad Section when you have met requirements. Based
on the language scores and the results of the on-campus selection process, the host university
will be decided. However, language scores are only received until one month before the
nomination to the host university.

(c) Even if the nominating university has been selected, the nomination may be withdrawn if the
student does not meet a minimum GPA of 2.5 (or the required GPA if the nominating
university requires GPA of 2.5 or above) at least one month before the nomination deadline

for the nominating university.

10. Acceptance of scores after the application deadline
No new language scores will be accepted after the application deadline until the selection results
are announced. If you have obtained language scores before the selection interview or before
the notification of selection results, you must submit them to the Study Abroad Division after
receiving the results of the selection process. The final date for receipt of language scores is one

month prior to the nomination deadline of the university you wish to study abroad.

11, Exchange students’ obligations

1) Submit a written report to Kyushu University during and after the exchange program.



2) Participation in the orientation for successful applicants, pre-departure orientation, and pre-
departure risk management seminar
3) To ensure risk management during study abroad, students are required to enroll in the
designated Overseas Student Risk Management Service (OSSMA Plus) and additional
overseas study abroad insurance. The cost shall be borne by the student.
4) Cooperate in active participation in publicity activities for this program, such as reporting on
their experiences at various events and on SNS, and contributing to Kyushu University's

public relations magazine, "Campus Around the World”.

12. Things to note

1) In principle, no changes can be made to universities you wish to study, period of study or

duration of study after the application deadline.

2) When obtaining approval from your academic advisor, please have him/her confirm the
contents of your study plan.

3) Students should understand the information in the application guidelines and the costs
involved in participating in the program, and obtain the approval of their guarantor
(guardian) before applying.

4) Students should prepare for the language examinations as early as possible.

The Certificate of English Proficiency is valid for two years from the test date.

5) Some partner institutions do not accept graduate students, or only accept students in the
undergraduate courses, so please confirm with them beforehand.

6) The final decision on acceptance is made by the host university.

7) If there are problems with the security or sanitary conditions in the host country, the program
may be postponed or cancelled, or the student may be sent home after the start of the program.

8) University-level exchange students must return within two weeks of the last day of the
examination. In principle, any activities after the end of the exchange program are not

permitted.

13. Notes for international and multi-national students
1) In principle, exchange students are not permitted to study in countries of their own
nationality.
2) Holders of more than one nationality should indicate all nationalities on the application
system. Student visas must be obtained on the basis of nationality at the time of nomination.
(No change of nationality after nomination or application to the nominating university is
permitted.)
3) Government-sponsored international students
- Government-sponsored international students enrolled at Kyushu University as stipulated
in the implementation guidelines for the government-sponsored foreign student system are

not permitted to study abroad on exchange.



4) Privately Financed International Students

- International students who are receiving or applying for scholarships from various
foundations should check the terms and conditions of these scholarships carefully before
applying for an exchange program, as they may not be eligible to apply for an exchange
program.

- If you wish to apply for a privately-financed international student scholarship from one of
the foundations after you have applied for an exchange program, please make sure to inform
the Student Affairs Section of your faculty/graduate school at the time you apply for the
scholarship. (As a common rule, foundations typically do not allow students to study abroad

during the scholarship period.)
